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Mounting Eyebolts
Intended Use
The eyebolts are used to transport (crane transport) enclosures 
with a total weight of max. 3000/ 5000 N. Only use the eyebolts in 
pairs (2/4 pieces). Only use the eyebolts with approved lifting 
gear. Use all available eyebolt holes with the designated eyebolts 
(2/4) for lifting as shown in the pictures in section 'Mounting and 
Installation'. The eyebolts must be removed again after the 
enclosure has been placed and all eyebolt holes must be closed 
using the stopping plugs provided.

Mounting and Installation

General safety information

Mount the eyebolts by doing the following:

(1) Open the enclosure cover.

(2) Loosen the locknuts and remove the stopping plugs from 
the top of the enclosure.

(3) Mount the eyebolts as shown in the picture.

(4) Tighten the locknuts to 20 Nm.

(10) Close the holes for the eyebolts with the stopping plugs.
